Dear Friend of the life and ministry of Dr. Lee Roberson,
    This letter is to inform you about a fund that was set up in the Spring of last year to help erect a monument in honor of the life and ministry Dr. Lee Roberson.  We have had many individuals that have responded with their full support for this project.  A few have questioned whether Dr. Roberson would have ever wanted a monument erected in his memory.  I believe this is true for Dr. and Mrs. Roberson didn’t even own a burial plot until the family bought one at Mrs. Roberson’s home going in June of 2005.  They no doubt were hoping to go in the rapture together.  However, may I remind each of you that Dr. Roberson taught us much about leadership including this well known statement, “Everything Rises Or Falls On Leadership.”                          

    I believe that every true leader shuns honor for himself, but seeks to honor those to whom it is due.  My pastor, Dr. Jack Hyles, who is already in heaven, taught us that we need to keep the memory of those that have influenced our lives alive.  Dr. Roberson’s life and ministry needs to be shared with the next generation.  Dr. Roberson told me several times that he was always looking for something to “inspire Lee Roberson.”   I have been told that Dr. Roberson’s funeral service was the largest of its kind in the city of Chattanooga.  I have also been told that Dr. and Mrs. Roberson’s gravesite is the most visited site at the Greenwood Cemetery.  Here was a man that was sent from God in this past century that preached over 79 years, had been the pastor of one Church for 40 years and 6 months (At one time the largest Church in the world) with almost 65,000 being added to the Church while he was the pastor, with 38,894 of those following in believer’s baptism.  His messages always seemed to include these five truths, Salvation, Separation, Soul-winning, the Spirit-filled Life and the Second Coming.   
    My prayer is that this monument will be used to not only honour Dr. Roberson’s life but also to honour our Saviour for giving us a Lee Roberson and his faithful wife, Caroline, of 68 years.  Will you help us with this project?  If you are a Pastor, would you be willing to take up a one time special offering for this project?  Several Churches are contributing a $1,000.00 and others are contributing less, but whatever your gift it would be greatly appreciated.  May I encourage each of you to personally give to this project.  You could purchase a brick paver that will be installed at and around the base of the memorial.    Maybe you could have a special day to honour the great men of the past.  We are approaching the third anniversary of Dr. Roberson’s home going on April 29th.  Sometime this month would be great to remember his life and ministry. 
    Many times when I make hospital visits downtown here in Chattanooga, I will go over to Greenwood Cemetery and visit Dr. and Mrs. Roberson’s gravesite.  I will then thank God for their lives and then ask the Lord to do it again here in Chattanooga.  Dr. Roberson had written a book many years ago called “The Miracle of Greenwood” which described the coming of the Lord.  In that message he stated that one day the Lord would return and then the graves of every saint of God would burst open, one of which included his baby daughter, Joy.  Praise the Lord there will be a miracle that will take place at every cemetery when Jesus returns, but until then let’s continue serving the Lord.
